FULFILMENT IN GOD’S WORD: Part 3

God gives His word for you to be fulfilled, and for this reason you need
to pursue fulfilment in all areas of your life according to God’s word. God
used His word to frame you and specially made you unique. He has
therefore put forth His word for your destiny in this life. Isaiah 49:1-4,
shows that God has specially planned your life with specific calling and
what you will be doing all of our days on earth. All your labour and
strength must be spent in the fulfilment of your destiny which God has
planned for His glory. Your life is meant to bring glory to God, 1Peter 2:9
(But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a dedicated nation, [God’s] own
purchased, special people, that you may set forth the wonderful deeds and
display the virtues and perfections of Him Who called you out of darkness into
His marvellous light. Amplified). Also see Exodus 19:5-6. In John 17:4,
Jesus mentions the fact that He has brought glory to God by finishing
the work that God gave Him to do on earth. It is my prayer that in all that
you do, you will locate the work that God has gaven you to do on earth.

Your career and Calling (is about fruitfulness, achievements, work, and
ministry) being fulfilled in God’s word. Proverbs 20:5(NIV) shows that
whatever we do in our work and ministry must be done with insight from
the Lord; and note that insight or understanding comes from God’s word.
There is so much desire and passions within us but until we seek to
apply God’s commands, and principles, we will not be able to draw them
out.

The combination of things which needs to happen for you because God
has chosen to be glorified through your life are:

1. Fruitfulness: Fruitfulness is seeing good and tangible positive
results in your life and whatever you do.

2. Fulfilment in Work: Using your God given gifts and abilities, and
acquired sKkills to bring change and meet the needs of society.

3. Achievements: has to do with leaving lasting impact which are
attributed to the fact that God used or worked through you.

4. Doing well in Ministry:is fully wearing your priestly garment and
serving.



God has specifically given His word for these things to happen in your
life, and it is His blessing on you. Blessing is when God gives you
heaven’s dew and the earth’s richness, Genesis 27:26-29. Note that
heaven’s dew is spiritual backing or approval, the earth’s richness is
physical success seen in the four points above.

You need to pursue this blessing with your whole being. So what is
required of you to stay under the blessing? Psalm 1:1-3, Psalm 94:12,
James 1:25; in these scriptures we see that you must seek God through
His word and be committed to Him in obedience. It is evident that this
precious blessing does not just come on anyone, but it comes by rightly
positioning yourself for it.
